1. Venues

The Fortress Museum    
The kick off is on Thursday 23 August with the WC Barrage at the Vestingmuseum (address: Westwalstraat 6, 1411 PB Naarden). Who can stay focussed while surrounded by cannons? At about 13.15 hours the official opening is done by soldiers in uniforms of 1815 with a cannon shot!
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The Arsenal    
The WC continues in the historic Arsenaal (address: Kooltjesbuurt 1, 1411 RZ Naarden) where on Friday 
24 August, Saturday 25 August and  Sunday 26 August the WC Classic, WC Junior players, WC Country teams and Open Naarden will take place.

Both locations have plenty of opportunities for eating and drinking. It is not allowed to consume your own food / drinks at the locations. Additionally the city of Naarden-Vesting has a wide selection of eating and drinking locations at walking distance from the play locations.
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Travel information and parking
By car Naarden-Vesting is very easy accessible. The city is central in The Netherlands and is close to both Amsterdam (25 km east) and Utrecht. Major highways connect almost directly to Belgium and Germany.
Parking spots can be found at Parking ‘Nieuwe Molen’. There are over 200 free spots within walking distance of the world championship locations.

There are various public transport options, the last part of the trip will always be by bus. This can be direct from Amsterdam or via Dutch Railways stations Naarden-Bussum of Weesp. Total travel time from Amsterdam Central Station is roughly 50 minutes en from Utrecht Central roughly 40 minutes. Check Dutch travel info at www.9292ov.nl for more details (information in English or Dutch).

The best way to get to Naarden-Vesting from Amsterdam Schiphol Airport is by railway to Naarden-Bussum station and by bus after. We will most likely run some transport services to make the transport a bit smoother. More details about this will follow. If you have specific questions please ask the team.

2. Staying overnight and sights to see

Staying overnight
Within the walls of Naarden-Vesting there are limited number of hotels. The WC organisation team recommends the following hotels nearby.

NH Naarden – 2km from Naarden-Vesting – WC reachable by car, public transport or 30 mins walk
NH Bussum (Jan Tabak) – 2km from Naarden-Vesting – WC reachable by car or 30 mins walk
Bastion Hotel Bussum – 4km van Naarden-Vesting – WC  reachable by car
Boooking can be done amongst other via www.nh-hotels.nl, www.bastionhotels.com or www.booking.com.

In addition the website www.airbnb.nl also offers various good options around Naarden-Vesting. To book you need to make an account with them.

5. Tournament Rules

Rules
- At the WC the original Jumbo Game rules are used,  the ISF game Rules and the ISF tournament rules
- The ISF rules can be found at http://isfstratego.kleier.net/rulreg.html and will be available at the WC
- Every players that knows the base rules of STRATEGO can participate in the tournament. The most important rule about repeated moves will be explained at the start of the tournament. We recommend visiting  a live tournament or practice online at  www.stratego.com.
- All events are lead by the WC Organisation Team. Their decisions are binding.
- Public is welcome to all tournaments. We do ask to do not distract the players or influence the game outcomes.

Tournament rules
- The WC Barrage, WC Classic and Open Naarden all count for the International STRATEGO Rating: http://www.kleier.net/rating/general/index.php.
- The WC will be played according to the Swiss Perfect system. This means that every player players all rounds of the tournament. (no Knock-out system) The Classic tournament is Friday and Saturday. You will play against opponent each round with similar tournament strength.
- Seniors and Juniors play during all events with the most recent version of the classic European pieces (see picture).
- Everyone born in 2004 or later is a Junior player.
-The best 4 Classic players of each country qualify for the WC Country Teams.
- If one or more qualified players do not participate, the nr 5 qualifies, then the nr 6, nr 7 etcetera. Every Country Team must have at least 3 players.[image: ]






Clock times
- During the WC we use the Bronstein clocks for all games. Only the Junior Players may decide to play without clock, if both players agree.
- Play time for WC Barrage = 	1 min setup time+ 10 minutes play time. 3 sec per move are free.
 				Start time on clock 02.03. After 10 minutes the game ends in a draw.
- During the WC Barrage every round 2 games of max 10 minutes are played, where the score of each game  (6, 3 of 1 points)  of each game is taken into the total score.
- Play time for WC Classic = 	5 min setup time + 60 min play time. 4 seconds per move are free.
 				Start time on clock 16.04. After 60 minutes the game ends in a draw.
- Play time for WC Junior Players=	5 min setup time + 50 minutes play time. 4 seconds per move are free.
 				Start time on clock 12.04. After 50 minutes the game ends in a draw.
- Play times for WC Country Teams and Open Naarden are the same as WC Junior Players
